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If we take the time to read 1 Peter 2:11-25, we get a better understanding of the text
for this Sunday. We are called to be an example to the world on how God wants us to
live. Verse 17 calls us to respect everyone, God and man. When we behave badly, it
demonstrates to the world that we are not different. But we are different because we
have the love of God given freely to us. We are called to love our neighbors as
ourselves, to serve one another, to help the poor, the hungry and those imprisoned. Let

us not scorn those who are in need, but offer them ‘good news’. The rest of the verses * Acts 2:42-47

tell us how a sinless person (Jesus Christ) suffered for our sins, suffered because we e Psalm 23

were no different than the rest of the world and are in need of salvation. Jesus suffered e 1 Peter 2:19-25
so that we do not have to suffer and that we can be different. Rejoice in the gift that Jesus has e Luke 10:1-10

brought to us and share with others how wonderful God is.
